God Reveals His Glory in Christ and His Cross

“The LORD, the Redeemer of Israel,” calls forth “his Holy One” (Is. 49:7), Jesus, the Christ,
“from the womb” of His mother (Is. 49:1). The incarnate Son of God is revealed as the Savior,
not only for Israel but also “as a light for the nations,” whose salvation reaches “to the end of
the earth” (Is. 49:6). John came “baptizing with water” (John 1:31) to reveal Jesus as “the Lamb
of God, who takes away the sin of the world” (John 1:29), and who glorifies His God and
Father by His atoning sacrifice upon the cross. When Jesus was baptized in the waters of the
Jordan, the Holy Spirit descended “from heaven like a dove” and “remained on him” (John
1:32). By our Baptism, we are anointed by the same Spirit, adopted by God the Father, and
“called into the fellowship of his Son, Jesus Christ” (1 Cor. 1:9). Therefore, we “are not lacking
in any gift,” but we can trust Him who promises to sustain us to the end, “guiltless in the day of
our Lord Jesus Christ” (1 Cor. 1:7-8).

COMMUNION STATEMENT

Because we take the Word of God seriously and we love our visitors, we ask that if you are not
a member of Faith Lutheran or another LCMS church, please refrain from taking
communion until you have talked with Pastor Poock. In the meantime, we would love to have
you participate by coming forward and receiving a blessing.

Communion offers the immense blessing of forgiveness of our sins. However, it can be taken to
one’s judgment if not properly understood. 1 Cor 11:27,29 says, “Whoever, therefore, eats the
bread or drinks the cup of the LORD in an unworthy manner will be guilty concerning the body
and blood of the LORD...For anyone who eats and drinks without discerning the body eats and
drinks judgment on himself.”

We teach that a person receives the real Body and the real Blood of Jesus Christ “in, with and
under the bread and wine.” It is not symbolic or merely a spiritual presence.
