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The Word of the Gospel Opens the Eyes of Faith and Fixes Them on Christ Jesus 

The Lord called Abram (Abraham) to leave his home and go to a land that God would show 

him. He also promised to make of Abram “a great nation,” to bless him and make his name 

great as a blessing to “all the families of the earth” (Gen. 12:2–3). “Abram went, as the LORD 

had told him” (Gen. 12:4), and in Canaan “he built an altar to the LORD and called upon the 

name of the LORD” (Gen. 12:8). He “believed God, and it was counted to him as 

righteousness” (Rom. 4:3). Here the grace of God is manifested, that He “justifies the ungodly” 

(Rom. 4:5), not by works of the Law, but through faith in His promises. He removes all of our 

sins and lawless deeds through Jesus Christ, the offspring of Abraham in whom all the Lord’s 

promises are realized. This forgiveness of sins is the Word of the Gospel, the voice of the Holy 

Spirit, which “gives life to the dead” (Rom. 4:17). It opens the eyes of faith to behold Christ 

Jesus, the Son of Man lifted up on the cross, “that whoever believes in him may have eternal 

life” (John 3:14–15).

EPISTLE Romans 4:1–8, 13–17 

 1What then shall we say was gained by Abraham, our forefather according to the flesh? 2For 

if Abraham was justified by works, he has something to boast about, but not before God. 3For 

what does the Scripture say? “Abraham believed God, and it was counted to him as 

righteousness.” 4Now to the one who works, his wages are not counted as a gift but as his due. 
5And to the one who does not work but trusts him who justifies the ungodly, his faith is counted 

as righteousness, 6just as David also speaks of the blessing of the one to whom God counts 

righteousness apart from works: 

7“Blessed are those whose lawless deeds are forgiven, 

 and whose sins are covered; 
8blessed is the man against whom the Lord will not count his sin.” . . . 

 13For the promise to Abraham and his offspring that he would be heir of the world did not 

come through the law but through the righteousness of faith. 14For if it is the adherents of the 

law who are to be the heirs, faith is null and the promise is void. 15For the law brings wrath, but 

where there is no law there is no transgression. 

 16That is why it depends on faith, in order that the promise may rest on grace and be 

guaranteed to all his offspring—not only to the adherent of the law but also to the one who 

shares the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all, 17as it is written, “I have made you the 

father of many nations”—in the presence of the God in whom he believed, who gives life to the 

dead and calls into existence the things that do not exist.

14And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so must the Son 

of Man be lifted up, 15that whoever believes in him may have eternal life.
