Now Is the Hour When the Son of Man Is Glorified

“Fear not, daughter of Zion; behold, your king is coming.” He comes in gentle humility, “sitting
on a donkey’s colt,” yet also as the King of Israel “in the name of the Lord” (John 12:13, 15).
His royal glory is faithful obedience and self-sacrificing service “to the point of death, even
death on a cross” (Phil. 2:8). The love of God is manifested in the cross and Passion of His Son
for the salvation of sinners. Since He has borne our sins and suffered our death, “God has
highly exalted him and bestowed on him the name that is above every name” (Phil. 2:9), and He
exalts us in His resurrection. Our Lord did not hide His face “from disgrace and spitting” (Is.
50:6), but He trusted His God and Father, who raised Him from death and the grave and exalted
Him to His right hand. This same King Jesus now comes to us in gentle humility in His Supper,
where He feeds us with His body and cleanses and covers us with His blood, so that “after his
resurrection” we also shall rise and enter the holy city (Matt. 27:52-53).

1 Cor 11:27,29 says, “Whoever, therefore, eats the
bread or drinks the cup of the LORD in an unworthy manner will be guilty concerning the body
and blood of the LORD...For anyone who eats and drinks without discerning the body eats and
drinks judgment on himself.”

We teach that a person receives the real Body and the real Blood of Jesus Christ “in, with and
under the bread and wine.” It is not symbolic or merely a spiritual presence.

But for
this purpose I have come to this hour. 2Father, glorify your name.” Then a voice came from
heaven: “I have glorified it, and I will glorify it again.” *The crowd that stood there and heard
it said that it had thundered. Others said, “An angel has spoken to him.” 3°Jesus answered, “This
voice has come for your sake, not mine. *'Now is the judgment of this world; now will the ruler
of this world be cast out. **And I, when I am lifted up from the earth, will draw all people to
myself.” **He said this to show by what kind of death he was going to die. **So the crowd
answered him, “We have heard from the Law that the Christ remains forever. How can you say
that the Son of Man must be lifted up? Who is this Son of Man?” 3*So Jesus said to them, “The
light is among you for a little while longer. Walk while you have the light, lest darkness
overtake you. The one who walks in the darkness does not know where he is going. **While you
have the light, believe in the light, that you may become sons of light.”

When Jesus had said these things, he departed and hid himself from them. *’Though he had
done so many signs before them, they still did not believe in him, *®so that the word spoken by
the prophet Isaiah might be fulfilled:

“Lord, who has believed what he heard from us,
and to whom has the arm of the Lord been revealed?”’



3Therefore they could not believe. For again Isaiah said,

40¢<He has blinded their eyes
and hardened their heart,

lest they see with their eyes,
and understand with their heart, and turn,
and I would heal them.”

HTsaiah said these things because he saw his glory and spoke of him. **Nevertheless, many even
of the authorities believed in him, but for fear of the Pharisees they did not confess it, so that
they would not be put out of the synagogue; **for they loved the glory that comes from man

more than the glory that comes from God.
